The Meriden Housing Authority 
had a goal of reducing their long-
term operating costs, which was 
achieved with the installation of 
solar photovoltaics. The original 
contractor was unreachable just 2 
weeks before installation, and the 
Meriden Housing Authority had to 
outsource a new installation 
company. That is where PurePoint 
Energy stepped in to see the 
entire project through to 
completion. PurePoint utilized 
drone technology to create the 
roof/panel layout. The arrays are 
fully mechanically attached and 
worked beautifully around HVAC 
units and other roof obstructions.
